Concept Note 

Introduction: With over 4.7 billion people, Asia and the Pacific is home to 60% of the world's current 
population. The region is both diverse and dynamic in terms of population development trends.  There 
is incredible diversity in the demographic transition among countries in our region. While several 
countries are among the world's youngest countries that are dedicated to further reducing unplanned 
pregnancies, an increasing number of countries in the region are experiencing a time of demographic 
dividend that is particularly conducive to economic development if proper policies are put in place.  
At the same time, several other countries in the region have rapidly become aged societies with low 
fertility and increased longevity. Those countries are working to define policies that may enhance their 
economic development, including through intergenerational transfers, while taking advantage of a 
second demographic dividend.   

The continuing challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic together with emerging economic hardship 
globally have significantly impact population dynamics and require adjustments by all walks of life. 
This meeting offers us an opportunity to update how the demographic dividend can be interpreted 
through the National Transfer Accounts analysis for Asia-Pacific region.  The changing demographic 
profiles by countries from young to old populations keeping in mind the ‘intergenerational economy’ 
including public and private transfers of incomes and expenditures through an individual’s life course 
can be considered on how to advance the silver economy being considered among countries in the 
coming decades.  

Objectives: 

The side meeting will present the evidence on demographic dividends in Asia-Pacific using the 
National Transfer Accounts analysis focusing on achievements, challenges and opportunities in 
introducing the silver economy keeping in mind the existing intergenerational transfers.  Lessons 
learned from countries will be presented to generate discussion.  

Speakers: Two global experts on the National Transfer Accounts, 5 government representatives, and 
1 civil society organization. 

Expected outcomes:
